
Prayer for Session 5 of Following Christ 

 

Beginning Prayer: 

 

Proclaim the scripture passage below.  You may do this yourself or invite a member of the group 

to do so.  Allow for a bit of silence (perhaps pray the Lord’s Prayer to yourself for a sense of 

ample silence).  Proclaim the reading again.  At the conclusion of the second proclamation invite 

the members of the group to share a word or a phrase that stuck out and spoke to them.  Simply 

ask them to voice that word or phrase out loud without explanation.  After all have voiced their 

word or phrase, pause and pray the following: 

 

Lord, God.  Be with us this night.  May the words and phrases that spoke to our hearts as we 

listened to your Word as it was proclaimed remain with us in our sharing this night.  We ask this 

as we ask all things, through Jesus your Son in the Power of the Spirit.  Amen. 

 

A reading from the gospel according to Mark  (Mk 3:31-35) 

 

His mother and his brothers arrived, and as they stood outside they sent word to him to come out.  

The crowd seated around him told him, “Your mother and your brothers and sisters are outside 

asking for you.”  He said in reply, ”Who are my mother and brothers?”  And    gazing around 

him at those seated in the circle he     continued, “These are my mother and my brothers.
